
CMS: How to Update Section Headers

Overview

Section Header Photos appear at the top of each page of your website. It’s important to customize

each page with an accurate, high-quality photo that visually communicates the content found within

each page.

The following is an example of the Local Attractions Section Header for Virginia Beach KOA:

How to Add Section Headers

Log into your website Content Management System (CMS) and find “Section Headers” in the left-hand

menu. Here is where you can add and edit header photos. Note that photos must be at least 1920 x

1280 pixels.
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Select the image you want from your media library. Once you’ve selected your image, you have the

option to crop the image to ensure it’s better centered based on how the CMS displays the image:

Media Library Tip: Before editing your section headers, create a new album in your Media library that

contains all the images you want to use. Make sure all images in this folder meet the minimum size

requirement of 1920 x 1280 pixels.
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How to Determine Your Photo Size

Download your desired photo from your media library. Right click on the file and select properties.

Then select the details tab. This is where you will see the image dimensions.
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Marketing Toolbox Photos

If you do not have photos large enough for your section headers, consider the free-to-use photos in

the Marketing Toolbox. Be sure to download the high-resolution size.

Photo Tip: If you’ve had a professional photo shoot and you find that your photos do not meet the

minimum size requirement, ask your photographer for the RAW photo file.
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
